Traffic Flow Around the Academy

We all recognize that the safety of our stu-
dents and others on campus is of the utmost
importance. To maintain our perfect safety
record we would like to explain the proce-
dures for drop-off and pick-up of your child.
Complying with this procedure will ensure
that traffic flow is consistent and allow for
orderly and prompt entrance and exit from
the Academy.

The access road between the parking lot
and the school is a one-way street in the
morning and afternoon. Students being
dropped off/ picked up at the door must
utilize the drop-off loop. Vehicles are to
access the loop via the far back parking lot
lane only. Please exit and enter vehicles as
promptly yet safely as possible. Staff are
present in the morning and afternoon to
assist your child.

The front parking lot lane is for those driv-
ers that will be parking and escorting their

students inside. We strongly encourage
pedestrians to use the sidewalks when en-
tering the building and refrain from walking
directly in the path of vehicles in the loop.

All students are dismissed at 3:00pm.

Again, please utilize the drop-off loop to
pick up your child. Should you arrive at the
door in your vehicle and your child is un-
available at that time, please exit the loop
and circle back around to prevent delays.
To avoid traffic and reduce your waiting
time, consider picking up your child at 3:15.
Students remaining after afternoon pick-up
are taken to aftercare at 3:30.

Finally, we ask the following:
¢ Please observe the 15 mph speed limit;

¢ No stopping or parking is allowed in the
access lane. Local law enforcement
will ticket those drivers stopping in the
fire lane;

¢ Do not cut across parking lot lanes;

¢  Please park your vehicle and come
inside the building if you wish to speak
with staff;

¢ Report dangerous driving (vehicle de-
scription) to school administration; and
